As | sat staring out at California's coastline, |
felt fortunate to have a sister who persuaded
me to spend a year of my degree abroad.
While most universities offer worldwide
exchanges, where students swap places
during their degree, the quality on offer
varies.

A deciding factor for me in choosing the
University of Edinburgh was that it offered
more than 230 exchange places at overseas
universities.
